THE SCOUT UNIFORM

Scouting was founded in 1907 by
Lord Baden Powell. Shortly after
its creation the Scout uniform was
there.

As Scouting has evolved in the
US, so has the Scout uniform.
BSA has just updated the fabrics,
designs, and options.

Individual troops and councils are
not allowed to change the uni-
form, like only wear some parts
and not others. What troops do is

adopt the uniform pieces that work
for their group, climate, and activi-

ties.

The full class A uniform consists

of'a Scout shirt (with proper patch-

ing), Scout shorts, Scout belt, and
Scout socks (crew preferred).

Troop 70 has only worn Scout

shorts since the late 1950s. Before

then there were parts of the South
where shorts on older boys and

men was a religious faux pas.
